Professional Ethics for Faculty of Shanghai Ocean University

Teachers bear the historical mission of disseminating knowledge, ideas, and truth, and shoulder the important task of shaping the soul, life, and people. Teachers are the first source for the development of education and the important cornerstone for the prosperity of the country, the rejuvenation of the nation, and the happiness of the people. In 2011, the Ministry of Education and the National Committee of the China Education, Science, Culture, Health and Sports Union studied and formulated the "Code of Professional Ethics for College Teachers" (Jiaoren [2011] No.). College teachers should consciously practice the "Code of Professional Ethics for College Teachers" and enhance the sense of responsibility and mission of teaching and education. The specific requirements are as follows:

(1) Be patriotic and law-abiding. Love the motherland, love the people, support the leadership of the Communist Party of China, and support the socialist system with Chinese characteristics. Abide by the Constitution, laws and regulations, implement education policies of the Party and the State, perform teachers’ duties in accordance with the law, and maintain social stability and campus harmony. No words or deeds that harm national interests and the healthy growth of students should be allowed.

(2) Be dedicated to work and compassionate to students. Be committed to education, establish lofty professional ideals, and take student cultivation, scientific research, social services as well as cultural inheritance and innovation as his/her own responsibility. Be dedicated to work and willing to sacrifice. Keep life-long learning and be hard-working. Show sincere care for students, strictly require students, treat students fairly, and be a good teacher and helpful friend. The lawful rights and interests of students and university must not be harmed.

Follow the law of education and implement quality education. Pay attention to the combination of learning and thinking, the integration of knowledge and action, teaching students in accordance with their aptitude, and continuously improving the quality of education. Be strict and compassionate, learn while teaching, and teach people tirelessly. Respect the individuality of students and promote their all-round development. Do not reject the reasonable request from students. Do not engage in part-time jobs that affect education and teaching.

(4) Rigorous scholarship. Carry forward the spirit of science, have the courage to explore, pursue the truth, correct mistakes, and strive for perfection. Seek truth from facts, promote democracy, unite and cooperate with each other, and coordinate innovation. Uphold academic conscience and abide by academic norms. Respect the labor and academic achievements of others and maintain academic freedom and academic dignity. Be honest and trustworthy, and avoid impetuousness. Resolutely resist academic anomie and academic misconduct.

(5) Serve the society. Bravely assume social responsibilities and serve the country's prosperity, national rejuvenation and human progress. Disseminate excellent culture and popularize scientific knowledge. Be enthusiastic for public welfare and serve the public. Actively participate in social activities, consciously assume social obligations, and actively provide professional services. Resolutely oppose the abuse of academic resources and academic influence.

(6) Be a model for students. Teachers should strive to do a good job of learning, have the sufficient knowledge and character to teach students; they should strive to establish their own image, standardize their behaviors, be a good model for the world, and become a model in society. Be indifferent to fame and fortune, but high in ambition. Establish a good style of studying and teaching style and infect students with the education of noble teacher ethics, personality charm and academic style. Play an exemplary role in abiding by social ethics, upholding social justice, and leading social trends. Be elegant in words and deeds, and be civilized. Be a model with self-esteem, self-discipline, honesty, and integrity. Consciously resist behaviors that damage the professional reputation of teachers.
